tre Ananddham Nature Cure Centre at Kha-
roi, Kutch. “If you walk into the lobby of the
50-bed hospital, it is not intimidating.
Though it does not even have an air-condi-
tioner, it is clean and inviting. In this centre
people from all strata are welcome and treat-
ed with equal importance,” he says.

There are some naturopathy centres that
are run as charitable trusts and though they
have been in operation for the past 25 years,
have not been able to scale up, Singh says.

Swas Healthcare is an attempt at making
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“We want to attract the low-income group
that is most under-served and has limited
options, both financially and medically. We
are in the process of developing channels of
communication with them and will hold
health camps in low-income group areas.
We will treat them free at these monthly
camps,” he said.

Though Swas seeks to meet the needs of
all sections of society, Singh is confident that
the model will turn profitable in the days to
come.
